The collodion wet plate technique is the most emblematic process of the second half
of the 19th century. It was used to document expeditions to exotic countries, famous
architectural and engineering projects, armed conflicts like the American Civil War,
and at the same time it opened up the possibility of portraying the general public.

These workshops are aimed at students, photographers, historians, conservators,
curators and keepers from archives and museums; as well as collectors and all inte-
rested in photography history. Working with wet plate collodion is not just a window
to the past if not a fascinating tool for creativity.
